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Courses Descriptions

First: General Courses

Course
No. Course Name Code
1 Curricula and their Organisations FAC 112

This course covers the concept, types, and elements of the curriculum and the
various foundations of the curriculum including philosophical, social,
psychological, and cognitive foundations. It also discusses components of the
curriculum including educational objectives and their levels, phrasing and
classifying skills, the academic content and its analysis, teaching methods,
educational activities and their design skills, teaching aids and learning
resources, and finally evaluation and its techniques. Furthermore, the course
examines curricula organisations including a) subject-cantered curriculum,
such as separate curriculum, correlated curriculum, broad-field curriculum,
and integrated curriculum and b) learner-cantered curriculum, such as activity-
based curriculum and core curriculum. Due to the nature of students’ major

as English Language Teachers, this course is to be taught in English.

2 General Teaching Methods FAC 122

This course covers teaching methods as one of the integral components of the
overall teaching process. It discusses teaching as an art and science, the
correlation between teaching methods (how do we teach), content of the
curriculum (what do we teach), students and their characteristics (whom do we
teach for), and aims (why do we teach). It also examines the relation between
teaching, learning, and training; the concept of the teaching method; the

difference between teaching, method, teaching approach, and teaching
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strategy; and the roles and characteristics of the teacher. In addition, the course
explores the criteria of choosing teaching methods and classification of the
common teaching methods. More specifically, the course discusses a) the direct
teaching methods based on the learner’s effort, such as the lecture method,
b) the interactive teaching method based on balanced effort of both the learner
and the teacher, such as discussion, brainstorming, problem solving, and
cooperative learning, c) first-hand experience teaching method, such as role
play and learning by playing, and d) autonomous, self-regulated teaching
methods, such as project-based learning, educational modules, and e-learning.
The course is thoroughly integrated with field training and micro-teaching
courses. Due to the nature of students’ major as English Language Teachers,

this course is to be taught in English.

3 | Micro-Teaching Skills in the Field of Specialisation | FAC 213

This course covers micro-teaching origin, philosophy, concept, aims,
principles, relation to field training, and significance for training both
novice teachers and specialists in basic and complementary teaching skills
in  the field of specialisation. It also discusses skills integrated in the seven
stages of the micro-teaching cycle. It addresses the stages of the teaching
process and its basic and complementary skills including preparing the
classroom, managing the first meeting, warm-up, demonstration, posing oral
guestions and their techniques, designing activities and their criteria, and lesson
planning and its main components. The course includes a practical part
enabling students to experience actual teaching settings with a limited
duration; it requires executing a micro-teaching lesson. Due to the nature
of students’ major as English Language Teachers, this course is to be taught

in English.
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Skills of Employing English Language in the Field of

4 Specialisation UNI'3LL

This course covers the basic skills of the English language. It discusses the
reading skills through providing various specialised reading topics besides the
most common vocabulary and terms in the field of specialisation. It also
introduces some translation skills from English into Arabic and vice versa
through providing specialised texts. Furthermore, it examines some writing
skills enabling students to write a resume or prepare presentations and
scientific reports. In addition, it explores basic grammar skills needed for
proper writing and basic conversational skills needed for proper
communication in English. In addition, it addresses both listening, speaking,
and pronunciation skills in order to help students improve their oral
interactions in the English language. Generally, the course provides a host

of exercises closely related to the different skills.

Methods and Strategies of Teaching in the Field of

5 T FAC 312
Specialization

This course covers the most important terms in the field of TEFL; difference
between teaching method, approach, and style; modern and traditional
approaches in teaching languages with regard to the advantages and
disadvantages of each approach; general and behavioural aims with regard
to their nature, significance, characteristics, and phrasing; and elements
of the lesson plan. It also discusses the four basic skills of English
including listening, speaking, reading, and writing, their significance,
sub-skills, teaching methods, encountered difficulties, and their evaluation
techniques. In addition, the course introduces both the deductive and
inductive approaches to grammar teaching besides different approaches

of teaching vocabulary. Finally, the course provides practical applications of
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TEFL to the primary stage, specifically to the first three grades. Due to
the nature of students’ major as English Language Teachers, this course is

to be taught in English.

6 | Curricula Planning, Development, and Evaluation | FAC 421

This course covers the concept of contemporary curriculum and its foundations;
the concept of curricula planning; characteristics of curricula; and entities
contributing to curricula planning. It also discusses the process of curricula
development: its justifications, principles, and techniques. Furthermore, it
examines the process of curricula evaluation: its aims and principles. The
course also examines problems hindering the evaluation process, modern
evaluation techniques and how to be used, and modern curricula. Due to
the nature of students’ major as English Language Teachers, this course is

to be taught in English.
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Second: Compulsory Courses

No. Course Name Course Code
1 English Phonetic Proficiencies (1) E'—Tg'i(fCE)

This course provides an introduction to the science of phonetics. It covers the
speech tract, organs of speech, and different kinds of phonemes, and then it
introduces students to consonant phonemes. It examines the definition of
consonants; the three main criteria of describing them; and their classifications
according to those criteria. It practically illustrates stops or plosives, fricatives,
affricates, nasals, laterals, and semi-vowels. Generally, throughout the course

students are provided with a host of oral, transcription, and written exercises.

2 Grammar and Language Application (1)

This course provides an introduction to the grammar and syntax. It touches upon
the similarities and differences between both of them. It examines parts of speech
or word classes and their classification into open class or content words, such as
nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs and closed class or functional words, such as
prepositions, determiners, conjunctions, and pronouns. It also discusses basic types
of sentences including simple, compound, and complex sentences and illustrates
active and passive voice. Generally, throughout the course students are provided

with a host of various written exercises.

3 Applied Narrative Texts

This course provides an introduction to short story and novel. It examines the
definition and characteristics of each of them. It discusses elements of literary
work, such as character, theme, plot, setting, and point of view. In addition it
illustrates the main elements of the plot containing exposition, rising action,

climax, falling action, and conclusion. The course highlights the use of novel and
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short stories in education, benefits of novel for children, and prose in language

learning and teaching. Finally, it provides narrative texts for children.

ELT(FGCE)

4 Conversation Skills (1) 114

This course aims to help students develop their conversation and oral
communication skills. It discusses the different conversational skills and provides
students with various oral situations in which they can properly practice their
conversation skills. It provides students with a host of icebreakers, warm up
activities, speaking activities, speaking prompts, and topic cards. It introduces
basic social encounters, such as greetings, small talk, introductions, goodbyes,
agreeing, and disagreeing. The course has a practical nature focusing on the proper

use of oral language in everyday situations.

ELT(FGCE)

5 Listening and Speaking Skills (1) 121

This course covers both listening and speaking skills. First, it examines the listening
skill, its definition, sub-skills, significance, difficulties, and different stages.
Second, it discusses the speaking skill, its definition, sub-skills, significance,
difficulties, and different stages. Third, it explores the relation between listening
and speaking skills. Generally, throughout the course students are provided with a

host of aural-oral exercises.

ELT(FGCE)

6 Reading and Writing Skills (1) 122

This course covers both reading and writing skills. First, it examines the reading
skill, its definition, sub-skills, significance, difficulties, types, and different
stages. Second, it discusses the writing skill, its definition, sub-skills, significance,
difficulties, types, and different stages. Third, it explores the relation between
reading and writing skills. Generally, throughout the course students are

provided with a host of various reading comprehension passages and writing tasks.
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Translation Skills from English to Arabic and ELT(FGCE)

Vice Versa (1)

This course covers the concept of translation and its different levels. It discusses
translation tools, techniques, sources, significance, and difficulties. It highlights
different types of dictionaries and websites used in translation. It also explores
different patterns in sentence structure in both English and Arabic languages.
Generally, throughout the course students are provided with a host of various

translated models and translation exercises.

8 English Phonetics Proficiencies (2) 211

This course covers vowel phonemes. It starts with differentiating between
consonants and vowels. It examines the definition of vowels; the three main
criteria of describing them; and their classifications according to those criteria.
It illustrates short and long Monophthongs, closing and centring diphthongs,
and triphthongs. In addition it explains homophones and pronunciation of the
(-d/-ed) morphemes and the (-s/-es) morphemes. Generally, throughout the course

students are provided with a host of oral, transcription, and written exercises.

ELT(FGCE)
9 Grammar and Language Applications (2) 212

This course covers the clauses and phrases. It examines their structure, parsing,
and different types of each. It also discusses compound sentences: different
methods of forming them, related conjunctions, and difference between compound
sentences ad simple ones. In addition, it explores different tenses. Generally,
throughout the course students are provided with a host of various grammar

exercises.
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ELT(FGCE)

10 Psycholinguistics (1) 213

This course provides an introduction to the field of psycholinguistics. First, it
discusses how children learn language including the development of speech
production; the development of speech comprehension; the relationship between
speech production, speech comprehension, and thought; parenthood and baby
talk; imitation, rule learning, and correction; learning abstract words; and
memory and logic in language learning. Second, it explores second-language
learning including the common belief that children are better; basic
psychological factors affecting second-language learning; social situations
affecting second- language learning; and the critical age for second-language
learning. Due to the nature of students’ major as English Language Teachers,

this course is to be taught in English.

ELT(FGCE)

11 Conversation Skills (2) 214

This course covers different conversational skills and provides students with
various oral situations in which they can properly practice their conversational
skills. It provides students with a host of icebreakers, warm up activities, speaking
activities, speaking prompts, and topic cards. It introduces conversational
encounters, such as focusing attention, launching and ending the conversation,
making friends, telling time, complex matters, disputes, and discussion and
resolution. The course has a practical nature focusing on the proper use of oral

language in everyday situations.

ELT(FGCE)

12 Listening and Speaking Skills (2) 291

This course covers booth listening and speaking skills. First, it examines the
listening skill. It defines it as a complex mental process with various integrated
mental processes. It illustrates steps or stages of the listening comprehension

process and strategies for improving it. Second, the course explores the speaking
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skill. It defines it as a complex mental process with various integrated mental
processes. It illustrates the various integrated skills of speaking, strategies used
for improving learners’ practise of speaking skill, and challenges or difficulties
facing learners in practising speaking and how to overcome them. Third, the
course stresses the interrelationship between listening and speaking. Generally,
throughout the course students are provided with a host of various aural/ oral

exercises.

ELT(FGCE)

13 Reading and Writing Skills (2) 299

This course covers booth reading and writing skills. First, it examines the reading
skill. It defines it as a complex mental process with various integrated mental
processes. It illustrates steps or stages of the reading comprehension and its
advanced levels. It discusses different types of reading, their characteristics,
and approaches. Second, the course explores the writing skill. It defines it as
a complex mental process with various integrated mental processes. It illustrates
the various integrated skills of writing, different types of writing and their
characteristics. Third, the course stresses the interrelationship between reading
and writing. Generally, throughout the course students are provided with a host of

various reading and writing exercises.

Translation Skills from English to Arabic and ELT(FGCE)

14 Vice Versa (2) 223

This course covers basic translation skills, such as dealing with the context as
one of the determining factors in the translation process. It examines
collocations, linguistic terms, and idiomatic expressions in both English and
Arabic. It discusses the issue of literal translation versus free translation, the
limits of the translator's freedom during the translation process, and the issue of
equivalent terms. The course provides students with translated models and

various translation exercises.

ELT(FGCE)

15 Applied Theatrical Texts 294

This course provides an introduction to theatre/ drama. It examines the definition
and characteristics of drama and highlights the difference between drama and
prose. It discusses elements of drama and presents some technical terms, such as
atmosphere, audience, soliloquy, monologue, and dialogue. It highlights the use
of drama in education, benefits of dram for children, and drama in language

learning and teaching. Finally, it provides drama texts for children.

ELT(FGCE)
311

16 Listening and Speaking Skills (3)

This course covers booth listening and speaking skills. It illustrates listening
stages including receiving, understanding, evaluating, remembering, and
responding and strategies for improving them. It examines internal and external
barriers to effective listening and how to deal with them. Second, it discusses
features of spoken English. It examines psychological features related to
speaking and techniques to deal with each one. It addresses interactional and
transactional modes of oral communication. Generally, throughout the course

students are provided with a host of various aural/ oral exercises.

ELT(FGCE)

17 Reading and Writing Skills (3) 312

This course covers booth reading and writing skills. First, it illustrates the
characteristics and needed skills for expository, descriptive, and persuasive writing.
It provides learners with different examples of each type. It also includes various
activities enabling learners to differentiate between them and to actively engage in
expository, descriptive, and persuasive writing tasks. Second, it examines the
characteristics and needed skills for literal and inferential reading comprehension.
It discusses the three main models or approaches of reading comprehension: the
top-down, the bottom-up, and the interactive approaches. The course provides

students with various exercises to practice different reading comprehension levels.
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ELT(FGCE)

18 Applications of Language Proficiency (1) 313

This course covers the definition and nature of language proficiency. It examines
the three aspects of language proficiency: linguistic, cognitive, and sociocultural
aspects and the required skills for each one. It explains the four language domains
of language proficiency: listening, speaking, reading, and writing and classify them
into receptive and productive skills. It explores the five standards of English
language proficiency (ELP). It discusses factors affecting language proficiency,
such as native language, age, aptitude, motivation, personality, and other social
and psychological factors. Generally, throughout the course students are provided

with various applications of ELP.

Translation Skills from English to Arabic and Vice | ELT(FGCE)

19 Versa (3) 314

This course examines cultural differences in translation, the different levels of
translation, and issues and problems related to subjectivity and objectivity in
translation. It discusses distinctive characteristics of different texts, such as
religious, literary, cultural, medical, political, and medical texts. It explains
problems and difficulties faced by the translator in translating religious and
literary texts and addresses issues of Arabisation of terms. The course provides

students with translated models and various translation exercises.

ELT(FGCE)
315

20 Field Training (1)

This course focuses on providing student teachers with various teaching
experiences and psychologically and professionally preparing them for the
profession of teaching. It provides student teachers with the chance to practice
actual teaching and put all their knowledge, theories, and skills into practice while
providing appropriate feedback. In addition, it provides students with the

principles of how to design and use educational aids in the classroom.

ELT(FGCE)

21 English Phonetic Proficiencies (3) 321

This course covers syllable, stress, and weak forms. First it discusses the syllable:
the nature of the syllable, the structure of the English syllable, and syllabic
consonants. Second it examines a) stress in simple words including the nature of
stress, levels of stress, placement of stress within the word and b) complex word
stress including complex words, suffixes, prefixes, compound words, and word-
class pairs. Third, it illustrates strong and weak forms. Generally, throughout
the course students are provided with a host of oral, transcription, and written

exercises.

ELT(FGCE)

22 Grammar and Language Applications (3) 329

This course introduces conjunctions in English: their definition and function.
It illustrates different types of conjunctions including a) coordinating conjunctions,
such as for, and, but, b) correlative conjunctions, such as both/and, either/or, and
¢) subordinating conjunctions, such as after, because, before. In addition,

it discusses parallel structures, relative clause, and relative phrase.

23 Conversation Skills (3) 323

This course covers different conversational skills and provides students with
various oral situations in which they can properly practice their conversation skills.
It provides students with a host of speaking activities, speaking prompts, and topic
cards. It introduces polite encounters, such as prefaces, communication barriers,
general pleasantries, apologising and taking responsibility, forgiving, showing
gratitude, and returning thanks. The course has a practical nature focusing on the
proper use of oral language in everyday situations. Generally, throughout the

course students are provided with a host of various conversation exercises.
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ELT(FGCE)

24 Field Training (2) 305

This course focuses on the use of active teaching and learning methods in the
classroom and employing modern media and technology such as computers and the
Internet in the teaching situation. It stresses the use of different methods to
evaluate the learning process. In addition, it trains students to develop critical and

problem solving skills and make the best use of educational experiences.

ELT(FGCE)

25 Grammar and Language Applications (4) 111

This course covers the definition and structure of complex sentences. It illustrates
noun clauses, noun phrases, adverb clauses, and adverb phrases. It examines
different cases of conditional sentences. In addition, it discusses the difference
between the conjunctions of both compound and complex sentences. Generally,
throughout the course students are provided with a host of various grammar

exercises.

ELT(FGCE)
412

26 Applications of Language Proficiency (2)

This course covers English language proficiency. It examines different levels of
ELP. The nature of the communicative competence and its four the language
domains of communicative competence. Elements of communicative competence:
grammatical or linguistic competence, sociolinguistic competence, discourse
competence, and strategic competence. It discusses translanguaging and ELP.
Generally, throughout the course students are provided with various

applications of ELP.

ELT(FGCE)

27 Conversation Skills (4) 413

This course covers different conversational skills and provides students
with various oral situations in which they can properly practice their conversation

skills. It provides students with a host of speaking activities, speaking prompts,
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and topic cards. It introduces impolite encounters, visits, guests and hotels,
miscellaneous expressions, comments and phrases, plans and projects, personal
matters, family matters, food and drink, and shopping. The course has a practical

nature focusing on the proper use of oral language in everyday situations.

ELT(FGCE)

28 Psycholinguistics (2) 414

This course discusses bilingualism, intelligence, transfer, and learning strategies.
It examines varieties of bilingualism; is bilingualism beneficial or determinate;
effects of bilingualism on first-language development and intelligence; sequential
and simultaneous learning situation; and strategies for second-language
production. Furthermore, it discusses language and the brain. It examines
general brain structure and function; hemispheric structure and function;
language areas and their functioning; right hemisphere language abilities;
the bilingual brain; sign language; and language disorders: aphasia. Due to the
nature of students’ major as English Language Teachers, this course is to be

taught in English.

ELT(FGCE)
415

29 Applied Poetic Texts

This course provides an introduction to poetry. It examines the nature and
characteristics of poetry. It discusses elements of poetry, such as structure and
form, meter, rhyme and rhyme scheme, sound and rhythm, subject, and speaker.
It discusses figurative language and poetic devices. In addition, it highlights the
use of poetry in education, benefits of poetry for children, and poetry in language

learning and teaching. Finally, it provides poetic texts for children.

ELT(FGCE)

30 Graduation Project (1) 416

This course aims at helping student teachers to acquire skills of scientific research
in the field of EFL and academic writing. It helps them to learn how to use

different sources, such as books, theses, and periodical and how to summarise,
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guote, and paraphrase. Students are assigned to conduct research papers about
various topics related to the field of TEFL, such as teaching listening, speaking,
reading, writing, grammar, pronunciation, and vocabulary. Their work should

include both theoretical part and a practical part related to the issue they address.

ELT(FGCE)

31 English Phonetic Proficiencies (4) 421

This course covers aspects of connected speech and intonation. First it discusses
elision nature and types including consonant elision and vowel elision. Second it
examines assimilation nature, features, and types including place assimilation,
voicing assimilation, and manner assimilation. Third, it illustrates linking nature
and types including linking /j/, linking/w/, and linking/r/. Finally, it explores
intonation nature, different tones, and functions including attitudinal and
grammatical functions. Generally, throughout the course students are provided

with a host of oral, transcription, and written exercises.

ELT(FGCE)

32 Listening and Speaking Skills (4) 422

This course covers booth listening and speaking skills. It examines listening types
including appreciative, empathic, comprehensive, and critical. It discusses different
listening styles including people-oriented listeners, action-oriented listeners,
and content-oriented listeners. It also illustrates difficulties or challenges of
listening comprehension and strategies to overcome them. Second, it presents
different speaking genres, such as presentation, speeches, interviews, and
informal conversations. Generally, throughout the course students are provided

with a host of various aural/ oral exercises.

ELT(FGCE)
423

33 Reading and Writing Skills (4)

This course covers booth reading and writing skills. First, it illustrates the
characteristics and needed skills for the narrative, critical, and creative writing.

It provides learners with different examples of each type. It also includes various
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activities enabling learners to differentiate between them and to actively engage
in narrative, critical, and creative writing tasks. Second, it illustrates the
characteristics and needed skills for critical, reflective, and creative reading
comprehension. It discusses different reading comprehension strategies, such
as semantic mapping, graphic organisers, KWL charts, and SQ3R method.
The course provides students with various exercises to practice different reading

comprehension levels.

Translation Skills from English into Arabic and | ELT(FGCE)

34 Vice Versa (4) 424

This course examines different translation theories. It addresses the translation
of technical terms, abbreviations, and acronyms. It stresses the different
between different senses of the word and choosing the relevant synonym.
It provides students with translation texts belong to different fields besides
a host of various terms, such as political, economic, religious, media, and
military terms. The course provides students with translated models and

various translation exercises.

ELT(FGCE)

35 Graduation Project (2) 426

This course aims at helping student teachers to acquire skills of scientific research
in the field of EFL, academic writing, writing references, and team work.
Students are assigned to conduct research papers about issues in the field of TEFL,
such as issues related to EFL teachers, students, course design, instruction,
and testing and evaluation. They are required to suggest practical solutions for

the issues they address and provide related recommendations.
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
