Application Review Process and Criteria: The CCI Program is conducted as a ﬁlerit-based open
competition. After the application deadline, all applications will be reviewed for eligibility and assessed
by a panel of exchange program specialists. Competitive applicants will be interviewed in Cairo by a
nomination committee. Applicants will be notified of their selection status in March 2018. '

The nomination committee will use the following criteria to evaluate applications;

Demonstrated interest and professional goals in the field of study applicant wishes to pursue.

Cross-cultural interest.

Leadership potential.

Flexibility and suitability as an exchange student.

Proficiency in written and spoken English.

Ability and willingness to complete the program in its entirety, including gctivities or travel that

may be programmed on any day of the week and during early morning or evening hours.

» Preference will be given to applicants who have no prior experience out51de their home
